use the good health and strength He has given me. 
Lending a helping hand to dear widow friends or 
others, encouraging ones via greeting cards or virtually 
and praying are some of the ways He has given me joy!
I desire to increasingly love God’s precious Word 
and to be more efficient/effective in praying. I have 
continued to pray for my co-ACTION workers as we 
did in our office. The 250+ missionary roster is divided 
so all can be covered during a week. Not having 2 or 
3 groups to pray, it takes a chunk out of my day to 
meaningfully pray, along with prayer requests that 
have been sent. Not only for them, but I am also so 
happy Pastor Steve and the church office staff has 
again put out Alderwood’s Missionary prayer booklet 
to use. I pray daily by name (with prompts and for 
current needs) for each child, spouse and grands. On 
Wednesday, I join ACTION’s one hour Zoom prayer 
time with staff and missionaries. What a privilege!!
Over the years I have compiled specifics to pray 
for missionaries from many sources.
