MISSIONS UPDATE
JOHN & BARB WHITEHOUSE
CRU/BRIDGES INTERNATIONAL

This past year, I (Barb) have been 
a part of a group of Bridges 
International staff studying about 
Islam and Muslims to better equip 
us to build bridges with Muslims to 
share the gospel with them more 
effectively. The culmination of this 

course was a ministry trip to a Muslim country to be 
immersed in the culture to solidify what we learned. 
Twelve of us went to Egypt from June 11 until June 
22. We did some touring, but our main purpose was 
to interact with Muslims alongside the Egyptian Cru 
staff. Egyptians flock to the malls and beaches in the 
evenings when it’s cooler, so we also went to befriend 
Muslim students. Because we were Americans, they 
were eager to chat with us. Often we were stopped 
to have selfies taken! By the end of our time our 
team had 75 spiritual conversations and 31 gospel 
conversations! 
This past year I have focused on developing a “Talk 
Time” similar to the one at Edmonds Community 
College. Every Thursday night, students come 
for dinner, conversation and games. About 20-30 
students and over 10 volunteers from Snohomish...
